Each of the three winners will receive $1250 to further the conservation goals of their
Group.

The Awards will be announced and presented at the Annual Friends of Parks Forum,
to be held at Sunnybrae Heritage Farm, from 30" October until 1% November 2009.

How to Nominate
Nominations can be made by an individual, volunteer group, DEH staff member or
community member.

We appreciate that it takes time to nominate for awards - time that you might rather
spend out on the field — so be assured we are seeking succinct, informative
nominations. A completed nomination form (see attached) is all that is required.
Nominations may be supported by additional information if desired.
