Start / Finish

to the race. Start times are 12pm unless otherwise notified. Please make sure you 
record your own finishing times and present these back at the clubrooms. 
Coordination of the race will be communicated on 27 MHz channel 94. It will be 
essential you have your radio working and turned on.  
Oh Yeah, please note spinnakers are not to be used during racing. 
 
Fee system.
